photo waltaiz call connaceed to a sensitive
moving coil galvanometer, the position of its
pointer being determined solely by the
amaunt of lighe falling on the coll, Mechani-
cally, it comprises an automatic calculator for
emulslon speed, exposure and stop, togethar
with a cam mechanism operating an arraw head
which can follow the motion of the pointer.

In operacion, after a preliminary setcing for
plate or film speed, it is merely necessary ©0
adjust the knob so that the pointer and
arrowhead are esineident when the meter is
direcred towards the subject. The exposurs
time ean then be read of for any stop walue
berween 1 and {32,

For cine wark, the stop is read opposice 2
special mark 1132 second which eorrespands
with the wiual shurcer speed,

Wwhen an expoiure meter I5 used In the
narmal manner, only light refleceed from
the subject should be wvsed as a basis for
exposurs decermination, and this is agoom-
plished, in che case of the “AVO™ merer

by recessing the cell inside the meter and
partitioning the space 5o as to limic the angle
of jncident light to that of the average
CAMEra.

The meter it free from errors dus to eye
fatigue in the case of the optical type of
exposure meter, or gusss work in Certain
ather types, while the face thac it can be used
to glve instantaneous indication of exposure
immediately before raking a photo, snsures
the possibilicy of obtaining sultable exposures
under rapidly changing light conditions. A
wide chalce of stop and corresponding expo-
sure time |5 simulcaneously available, o that
the maost suitable combination can be selected
wiithout further setting.

The sensicivity is such that when used in
the normal manner, exposures equivalent to
&0 secs, ap i1 and 100D H, & D, can be taken,
Im exeramely weak light, an alternative method
is to take the meter to the posicion of the
principal subjece, dirsce it rowards the source
of illumination and muleiply the indication
by 3.

The knob should then
be rotated se that the arrowhead appears
exactly over the poinger. The exposure cime,
with corresponding stop valee, will now
appear agposice each other, and a wide chalee
i available go suit tha subject

In the case of cine cameras of 16 frames a
wecand, che uwswal shurcer speed 15 1/32nd
and a special mark s provided te indicace che
Fsioproe be used.,  Should a differens shucrer
speed be employed, the stop appearing
apposite it musi-be chosen,



GENERAL NOTES

WHEN peinting the merer rowards
the subjece it is advisable to tile
it slighely downwards if chere is a
likelihood of dircct light frem the sky or
sun shining on che cell, since the exposers
should be made to suit the shade rather
than the high lights.

The poincer should be over che long
line on the left side of the scale when no
light is admiteed o the cell. The meter
is not effective for exposure caloulacion
until the pointer passes beyvond the thicker
portion of this line,

The pessibilicy of loss of speed due o
the filrm being kepr unexposed fora pericd
of time thould be allewed far.

It must be understoad chag che shutoer
speed values shown on the camera are
fiwed. Iatermediace position  bBorwoon
the adjacent indications muse not, there-
fora, bae usad. Should the exposure rime
indicated by the meter fall betwean twao
iuch shucter speeds on the camera, one
speed should be selected and  slighe
adjusement of the iris diaphragm made o
compensate for chis,

Simee it it more imporcant 1o make che
exposure suit the shade than the brigheer
pertions of a scens, its character will,
therefore, have some bearing on che best
expasures for any given lighe, This being
